            TITLE:  VACATION OF PORTION OF MAY STREET

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE PERMANENT VACATION OF AN APPROXIMATE 192 LINEAR FEET OF MAY STREET STARTING AT THE NORTHERN PARCEL LINE OF 01.04367 AND MOVING SOUTH TOWARDS COVENTRY ROAD.
WHEREAS, this request comes from Barberton Community Improvement Corporation (BCIC) who owns three parcels along May Street; and  
WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on December 18, 2024 before the Barberton Planning Commission where they voted unanimously to recommend the Vacation; and 

WHEREAS, see attachments as submitted to Planning Commission. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Barberton, State of Ohio:
SECTION 1.  That this Council hereby authorizes the vacation of an approximate 192 linear feet of May Street starting at the Northern parcel line of 01.04367 and moving South towards Coventry Road. 

SECTION 2.  That the County of Summit requires a vacation plat.  This plat, and any other costs associated with this vacation, shall be the responsibility of those receiving the property that is vacated.

SECTION 3.  That the Clerk of Council is directed to notify the Auditor of Summit County of the vacation by sending him a certified copy of this ordinance.

SECTION 4.  That it is hereby found and determined that all formal actions of this Council concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and that all deliberations of this Council and of any of its committees that resulted in such formal action were meetings open to the public in compliance with the law.

SECTION 5.  That this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the earliest period allowed by law.
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
